2. The work or purposes proposed may not be commenced or put in hand before a Faculty has been

sealed and issued by the Registrar.

3. "Minister” means minister in charge of the church or churchyard who is either the incumbent or the
priest-in-charge. The minister’s fee belongs to the York Diocesan Board of Finance and will be

passed by the Registry to the York Diocesan Board of Finance.

4. It is the intention of this Order that fees payable to the PCC shall be applied to the maintenance

and upkeep of the churchyard, or as the case may be, of the fabric and monuments of the church,

either directly or through a capital fund.
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
